- Building 239 if you have your ASL Visitor’s Badge (skip the steps at star 3 and 4).
- Continue on Clark Rd. as it becomes South Akron Rd. and move to the left lane as soon as possible.

- At the STOP, turn left onto McCord Ave., continue past the next STOP at North Akron Rd.
